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1. GENERAL 
1.1 The Special Terms of CONTRACT shall be read in conjunction with the General Terms of CONTRACT, 

specification of work, drawings and any other documents forming part of this CONTRACT, wherever 
the context so requires. 
 

1.2 Where any portion of the GTC is repugnant to or at variance with any provisions of STC, the provision(s) 
of later, unless a different intention appears, shall be deemed to override the provision(s) of GTC. This 
shall be only to the extent that such repugnancy of variations in the STC as are not possible of being 
reconciled with the provisions of GTC. 

 

2. OWNER’S REPRESENTATIVE 
2.1 OWNER’s REPRESENTATIVE/ EIC for this CONTRACT shall be communicated at the time of award of 

CONTRACT. 
 

3. RATE VALIDITY 
3.1 RATES specified in the RATE CONTRACT shall remain firm & fixed for a period of Two (02) Years from 

the date of Award for issuance of firm Call-out orders. Firm Callout order shall be issued within the 
Rate Validity period as per business requirements. 
 

3.2 Unit rates of Installation, Testing and Commissioning (ITC) of the compressor/ package shall be valid 
until completion of the said SERVICES for each Compressor/ Package supplied under this tender. 
Validity end date of the callout orders for the said services shall be extended as and when required to 
enable invoicing for ITC services.  
 

3.3 RATES specified for Comprehensive Operation and Maintenance Services shall remain firm and fixed 
for a period of 10 years (including WARRANTY PERIOD) for each Compressor/ Package delivered under 
this Tender.  
 

3.4 Separate SERVICE RATE CONTRACT shall be issued for Comprehensive Operation and Maintenance 
Services against which Service callout/limit orders shall be issued as and when each 
Compressor/Package is commissioned.  
 

RATE CONTRACT validity end date of the SERVICE RATE CONTRACT shall be extended as and when 
required to enable issuance of Service callout orders under this tender. 
 

3.5 The quantities mentioned in the Schedule of Rates are for the purpose of entering into Rate Contract 
and indicative only and not a commitment.  
 

4. CONTRACT-CUM-PERFORMANCE BANK GUARANTEE (CPBG): 
4.1 SUPPLIER shall furnish an unconditional and irrevocable contract-cum-performance bank guarantee, in 

the prescribed format as given under FORMS AND FORMATS; issued by an approved Bank as per 
Government of Gujarat GR as detailed below: 

 

• Part A: Supply, Installation, Testing & Commissioning  
 

   Contract Bank Guarantee (CBG):  
 

SUPPLIER shall submit Contract Bank Guarantee (CBG) for a value equivalent to 2.5% of the total 
basic value of the RATE CONTRACT for Supply, Installation, Testing & Commissioning part, in the 
prescribed format as given under FORMS AND FORMATS, issued by an approved Bank as per 
Government of Gujarat GR and valid upto the Rate validity (i.e. 24 months from the date of award) + 
5 Months (standard lead time for delivery) + 3 months’ claim lodgment period. (Total 24 +5 + 3 = 32

5.3 In case of any comments by GGL towards the above, SUPPLIER to submit revised/ corrected documents 
within 03 working days from the date of receipt of comments by GGL.  
 

5.4 Final approved documents by GGL shall be applicable for all CNG Compressor / Package to be supplied 
under the RATE CONTRACT.
